Head Lice

We have had several reported cases of head lice within the Academy, from both parents and staff. Please
check your child’s hair tonight for evidence of infestation.

If you find any eggs or live lice, you should shampoo and condition your child’s hair. Leave the conditioner
on and, using a fine head lice comb, comb through the hair section by section, rinse the conditioner out and
dry as normal.

Continue to wash, condition and comb on a daily basis, for at least two weeks or, until there is no
further evidence of eggs or head lice.

You might also wish to purchase lotion from the chemist or go to your local Doctor’s Surgery for a
prescription. Gilbody’s Pharmacy in Skegby offers ‘Pharmacy First’ which is a service offering free advice
and medicines for a range of ailments. This includes head lice treatment.

Please be aware that treating the hair once will not remove the infestation; it will re-occur and you may
think that you child has caught head lice again. However, this may not be the case. Please be persistent
and continue to check and treat.

I would also like to remind everyone that our uniform policy states that long hair must be tied back/up as
this decreases the risk of head lice spreading.
